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Summary:  Gu Jun is Managing Editor for the Beijing Voice, Manchuria’s largest news agency, with bureaus on Earth and throughout Manchurian Space.  In no small irony, the Voice is widely regarded as a mouthpiece of the Manchurian government.  Recently, it has come to our attention that Gu Jun may have some (unclear) intelligence relationship with the Manchurian regime.

Biographical Data:

Born:  December 7, 2255, Shenyang/Manchuria/Earth

Family:  Gu is married, with a wife and 5 children.  The family lives on Chengdu, 

where Gu is based.

Schooling:  University of Beijing, Journalism, 2275-77

University of Chicago, School of Journalism, 2277-2279

Military:  Standard two-year induction, 2273-75

Reenlistment as shangwei (Captain) in Military Propaganda Division, Central Asian War, 2282-87.  Rose to rank of zhongxiao (lt. Colonel)
Career:  Gu’s first years after schooling were spent in reporting work in the

American Arm for the Voice.  He appears to have had no significant position in the journal at that time.  But Gu apparently used his contacts fruitfully, for he secured a valuable reporting position in the Manchurian military when the Central Asian War flared up.  He made a name for himself there, returning to the Voice after the war, albeit in a management position.  Gu rose steadily through the ranks, to the position he occupies today.

Contacts:  Gu has countless contacts throughout Human Space, especially in the

Manchurian Arm.  He travels widely, speaking English, French, and Spanish, in addition to his native Mandarin.  He is seen frequently at official and unofficial events sponsored by many governments.  

Personality:  Gu is affable and charming, and possesses a native intelligence.

Our reports (Zenning, 2299; Taylor, 2302) indicate that his only known vices are occasional gambling and womanizing.

Traylor Arm’s Interest:  An information source, <Top Secret>, reported to us in 

July 2301 that Gu Jun brokered a deal, giving Smith and Wesson the blueprints and specs to the ISP 109 model pistol.  This was anomalous, as we at TA had assumed the 109 to have originated with S&W, and further, that Manchurian weapons technology to be incapable of such sophistication.  Recently, with the purchase of Gavin Arms, we found evidence that the ISP 109 was actually developed by their R&D department, and abandoned when S&W suddenly put the pistol into production.  Gavin Arms sued, and lost, and the court records were sealed at S&W’s request.
